Doesn’t seem that long ago that 14
strangers showed up at 38 Old Hwy 130,
Centennial, WY with hopes that God would
somehow use them to help build His king-
dom in personal ways. They came from
different parts of the U.S. with different
backgrounds and dreams. In the 10 weeks
that they were here, they morphed into a
close-knit family that were part of some
God-sized things.

These summer staffers spent time in
the Word, in prayer, served sacrificially,
and modeled the purpose of TWM - to
Share Christ Through Building Relation-
ships. It was a great team that made a big
impact in the lives of those that came
through camp this summer.

Some of the exciting things we saw this
summer were several kids putting their
trust in Christ for salvation, a staffer get-
ting baptized, ground breaking on the new
lodge, well house, & a third cabin. We had
the privilege of ministering to Native
American high schoolers from a reserva-
tion in NE; got to run 300 kids through the
High Ropes Challenge course for the Uni-
versity of Wyo.; & hosted the Master’s
Builders from MO, as they helped us get a
lot done on the construction side of things.

We got to share the love of Christ with
children, youth, adults and even retired
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folks. The staff was incredibly flexible -
especially at the beginning of summer
when snow kept us from doing a lot of our
usual activities. We had to substitute snow
tubing for biking, floating, and some hikes.
There was that much snow! The campers
loved it though.

We were able to hold the largest open
camps for kids and Jrs. that TWM has
sponsored to date. We wrapped up with a
backpacking trip, a Men’s Retreat for the
local E-Free church, and a Father/Son Re-
treat for a group out of Fort Collins.

In many ways, what the summer staffers
got to experience was the type of commu-
nity that is described in Acts 2 but rarely
experienced first hand. Changing lives for
eternity simply through building relation-
ships - that's what it's all about!
